The Role of Human Solidarity in Environmental Security: A View From The CPTED 
Methodology 

 
The recent natural disaster that has affected Chile prompts us to reflect upon the role and relationship 
between Environmental Security and Human Solidarity, in this particular case, using the CPTED 
methodology (Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design).  At 03:34 in the morning of February 
27th, a demolishing 8.8 magnitude earthquake hit a vast area of the country and its epicenter was located 
100 miles northwest of Concepción. Later, a deadly tsunami impacted the Chilean coast, devastating a 
number of towns located on the coast.  
 
According to official figures, the quake and tsunami together have caused 495 deaths (Source: Ministry of 
Internal Affairs, Chile), and a considerable number of displaced and homeless. The aftershock of the 
earthquake was a socialquake. Large groups of people, scared by the possible shortage of food and 
encouraged by the conspiracy to commit crime started pillaging department stores and grocery stores, 
generating even more panic in the population. 
 
Two weeks after the quake, there are still many people living up in the hills, either because they are afraid 
of a new tsunami or the aftershocks. 
 
In this difficult scenario the question arises: What is this radical situation demanding of us or teaching us 
about environmental insecurity? And even more specifically, how could it have been avoided?

Internal evaluation of the Queensland CPTED Guidelines 
 

In November 2007, the Queensland Government officially launched the Crime Prevention through 
Environmental Design Guidelines for Queensland, a joint publication of several State government 
agencies including the Queensland Police Service. The Guidelines were widely distributed 
throughout the State to local councils, public and private developers and other groups who 
contribute to the planning, design and management of development in Queensland. 
 
This review examined the perceived usefulness and value of the Guidelines, the actual use of the 
Guidelines by key stakeholders including local councils and the level of Queensland Police 
Service involvement in the promotion and application of the guidelines.  It further discusses the 
benefits, limitations and barriers involved in the current level of involvement.

Crime Prevention Through Community Empowerment 
 
 

Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design continues to make a valuable contribution to 
our communities. To maximize its effectiveness, however, the movement must be guided by a 
vision that goes beyond preventing crime to creating more livable places and a more equitable 
society. Design concepts intended to keep criminals out must be accompanied by a commitment 
to bring the community into the larger planning and development processes.  
 
Jim Diers will explore the relationship between people and place, the principles and tools for 
broad and inclusive community engagement, and the key role of community in crime prevention.  
He will use photos and stories from around the world to illustrate how a more holistic, community-
driven approach can reduce crime by strengthening social capital.

Participatory democracy has been Jim Diers' preoccupation and his career for the past 30 years. 
In his work with grassroots community organizations, with the nation's largest health care 
cooperative and with city government, Jim has found ways to get people more involved with their 
communities and with decisions that affect their lives. 
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Jim moved to Seattle with his wife, Sarah Driggs, after graduating from Grinnell College in 1975 
with a major in Colonialism and Nationalism in Third World Development. For six years Jim 
worked as an Alinsky-style community organizer in the low-income, racially diverse community of 
Rainier Valley. Bringing people together to take action on issues ranging from dangerous 
intersections to nuclear power plants, Jim helped the South End Seattle Community Organization 
grow to include 25 member churches and neighborhood organizations. Its annual meetings drew 
as many as 800 people. 

Jim spent the next six years with Group Health Cooperative of Puget Sound, where he organized 
medical center councils to review budget and quality-of-care issues. He also helped members 
organize special interest groups: the Senior Caucus, the Nuclear Awareness Group, and Partners 
for Health, an organization that provides medical support to Nicaragua. Jim also organizedðand 
reinvigoratedðthe cooperativeôs annual meetings, which attracted as many as 3,000 members. 

In 1988, Mayor Charles Royer appointed Jim to direct Seattleôs new Office of Neighborhoods. Jim 
was reappointed by the subsequent mayors, Norm Rice in 1990 and Paul Schell in 1998. By the 
end of Jimôs 14-year tenure, the four-person Office had grown into a Department of 
Neighborhoods with 100 staff. 

The Departmentôs mission is to decentralize and coordinate city services, strengthen communities 
and their organizations, and work in partnership with these organizations to preserve and 
enhance the neighborhoods. The Department manages 13 Little City Halls that provide basic 
services to citizens and serve as meeting places for neighborhood organizations. It supports 
about 400 community self-help projects each year through a $4.5 million Neighborhood Matching 
Fund that was recognized by the Ford Foundation and Kennedy School of Government as one of 
the most innovative local government programs in the United States. Another program of 
community empowerment involved 30,000 people in the development of 37 neighborhood plans. 
The Department also manages the Cityôs historic preservation program, a P-Patch Program of 75 
community gardens, and a leadership training program. In 2000, the Department received the Full 
Inclusion Award from the American Association on Mental Retardation for its Involving All 
Neighbors program and a Best of the Best Award from HUD for its Cultivating Communities 
program. 

In 2001, Jim was named Public Employee of the Year by the Municipal League of King County. 
He was awarded an honorary Doctorate of Law from Grinnell College. 

After leaving the Department of Neighborhoods in 2002, Jim worked for a year as Interim Director 
of the Delridge Neighborhoods Development Association and for three years as Executive 
Director of the South Downtown Foundation. 

Currently, Jim spends most of his time at the University of Washington, where he teaches 
courses in architecture and social work and supports community initiatives with faculty and 
students across all disciplines. Jim also speaks frequently in other cities as a faculty member for 
the Asset-Based Community Development Institute and as the author of Neighbor Power: 
Building Community the Seattle Way.

Calgary's Crime Prevention Continuum

Rick Hanson is a Calgary native who joined the Calgary Police Service in February 1975 and was 
appointed Chief of Police for the Calgary Police Service in 2007. During his 34 years of service, 
Chief Hanson has worked in a number of different areas in policing; the last 15 have been at the 
senior management levels within the Royal Canadian Mounted Police and the Calgary Police 
Service.  

The Calgary Police Service, in concert with other agencies and the citizens of Calgary, is 
instrumental in preserving the quality of life in our community by maintaining Calgary as a secure 
place in which to live. In so doing, we are dedicated philosophically and operationally to the 
concept of community-based policing. 

 

 
Combating Urban terrorism and crime with public art in public spaces 
 

This presentation looks at the displacement of graffiti and tagging by homegrown artists, gang 
taggers, and opportunists with CPTED measures using Public Art. Many municipalities reserve a 
percentage of construction fees for public art in public spaces and this presentation discusses the 
benefits of taking ownership of high-risk spaces and common area spaces. Part of the challenge 
is determining if the offensible action is graffiti or art (is beauty really in the eye of the beholder?) 
This session presents architectural and behavioral solutions to the problem that many cities 
experience.

Randall Atlas is Americaôs only architect / criminologist. Atlas received his Doctorate 
of Criminology from Florida State University, a Masters in Architecture from the 
University of Illinois, and a Bachelor of Criminal Justice degree from University of 
South Florida. Atlas is president of Counter Terror Design Inc., and vice-president of 
Atlas Safety & Security Design Inc., both based in Fort Lauderdale, Florida. He is a 
registered architect in Florida, nationally accredited with National Council Architectural 
Registration Board (N.C.A.R.B.), and a member of the American Institute of 
Architects.  Dr. Atlas is a Certified Protection Professional (CPP) from the American 
Society of Industrial Security, a member of the ASIS Security Architecture and 
Engineering Council, and an appointed member of the National Fire Protection 
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Association (NFPA) Premises Security Committee, which developed the new NFPA 730/ 731 
premises security standards and guidelines. Atlas is a committee member of the American 
Society Of Testing Materials (ASTM) F33 on Corrections and Detention Facilities and the ASTM 
E54 Homeland Security Committee. He is a member of the Florida CPTED network, the 
International CPTED Association, a member of the International Society of Crime Prevention 
Practitioners, and the International Association of Counterterrorism and Security Professionals. 
Dr. Atlas is a nationally recognized trainer and author on Crime Prevention Through 
Environmental Design (CPTED) for the National Crime Prevention Institute (NCPI), which is part 
of the University of Louisville.

Dr. Atlas serves as an adjunct professor in architecture 
and criminal justice at Florida Atlantic University College of Architecture and teaches one of the 
few CPTED classes in the world to architecture and criminal justice students. He also teaches 
criminal justice classes for Keiser University. Dr. Atlas is a Futurist and a member of the Futurist 
Society.

Safe and barrier free use of public space 
 

My speech will deal with the use of public space and how it can be barrier free as well as being a 
socially acceptable space that appeals to people of all generations.  
 
The use of public space will be enhanced by 2050 due to many facts, such as the climate and 
globalization. Being such a big city Berlin has a lot of different building projects with the police as 
an important adviser. The projects vary from satellite cities to parks and housing estates. This 
asks for many different approaches, also considering the reunification from West and East Berlin.  
One of the main tasks in developing modern cities is to create safer space and also to lower the 
crime rate especially by rejuvenating areas with a ghetto tendency. Berlin is the only city in 
Germany where the population is still increasing.

In Berlin we try to design parks and play areas with a high fluctuation of users and variability of 
activities for all generations to create crime low spaces. Open space for the future with more 
mobility and use for people. 
 
I would also like to display 
many different creative solutions where houses have been specially decorated to help prevent 
just this problem.
